RESERVATION & DEPOSIT POLICY

A non-refundable, non-transferable deposit equal to the rental rate is required
to reserve your event date. This deposit will be applied to your final invoice.
We can temporarily hold a date for up to 14 business days. If the deposit is not
received within this timeframe, the date will be released.

All bookings are confirmed only after deposit receipt.

BOAT USAGE & BOARDING

Your reserved cruise time begins promptly at the scheduled time. Boarding may
begin approximately 5 minutes prior, when conditions allow.

CHARTER GUIDELINES

« Electrical Power: Only DC power is available onboard. A generator is
available on the Chief Waupaca for an additional $35.00 plus tax.

o Important: Crock Pots and Nescos cannot be used with the generator
—they will overload the circuit.

« Audio System: Both vessels are equipped with phone hookups available
through the captain. You are welcome to bring your own playlists for the
cruise.

» Food Service: Guests bringing their own homemade food are responsible
for providing all necessary serving containers, plates, napkins, and
utensils.

o A $50.00 dining setup service charge (plus tax) applies when carrying
on your own homemade food.

« Catering & Alcohol Policy: All catered food must be ordered through
Clear Water Harbor.

o Absolutely no carry-in alcoholic beverages are permitted—all alcohol
must be purchased through Clear Water Harbor.

« Setup & Decorating: If extra time is needed for setup or decorations,
please include this within your reserved charter time.

« Gratuity: The event gratuity is shared among your captain for the day as
well as our behind-the-scenes team who help make your event run
smoothly. If you feel inclined to provide an additional tip on the day of
your event, it is always appreciated. Please note that the standard
gratuity charge will still be applied to ensure that everyone who
contributed to your experience is fairly recognized*
